TOWN OF SMITHFIELD NOISE ORDINANCE

ADOPTED: March 7, 1970

To control the use of loud speakers by Commercial Camps on the East Pond.

TOWN OF SMITHFIELD HOUSE TRAILER ORDINANCE
ADOPTED: March 7, 1970
No person or persons shall set up a house trailer within the limits of the Town of Smithfield, without first having proper sewerage facilities and water supply.

AMENDED TO READ:  No new commercial or residential unit and/or development shall be occupied within the limits of the Town of Smithfield, without first having proper sewerage facilities and water supply - certification shall be under the jurisdiction of the Town Health Officer or Local Plumbing Inspector, who shall be guided in this decision by the Maine Plumbing Code.

TOWN OF SMITHFIELD 

HOUSE, CAMP OR TRAILER ORDINANCE

ADOPTED: June 23, 1975
Any potentially permanent inhabitable structure (House, camp, trailer, etc.) must be so constructed as to fulfill permanent housekeeping responsibilities; such "housekeeping responsibilities" must include sanitary water and sewage disposal facilities congruent with the Maine State Plumbing Code.

A potentially permanent inhabitable structure (house, camp, trailer, etc.) must be situated on a permanent slab, six inches of gravel, or a foundation.

To save the applicant a possible loss of time, money and energy the following procedure will be followed:

A plumbing permit must be obtained from the plumbing inspector before the construction of a potentially permanent inhabitable building may begin or before a trailer can be placed on the property.

Failure to abide by the content of this Ordinance will result in the potential permanent inhabitable structure being declared a "public nuisance" and the possibility of prosecution against the non-complying party.

TOWN OF SMITHFIELD DUMP ORDINANCE

ADOPTED: June 23, 1975
Any waste disposal site, transfer station, or any other activity concerning the storage of waste, whether temporary or permanent, can only be located on Town-owned property and then only by a vote of the citizens at a Town meeting.

TOWN OF SMITHFIELD COMPREHENSIVE PLAN
ADOPTED: March 14, 1987

To see if the Town will vote to accept the COMPREHENSIVE PLAN as presented by the Planning Board and attached hereto as the COMPREHENSIVE PLAN OF THE TOWN OF SMITHFIELD.  Upon its adoption the Moratorium on Subdivisions will no longer be in effect. (See pages 112-138)
TOWN OF SMITHFIELD ROAD GUIDELINES

ADOPTED: June 23, 1975

In effect for any person or firms building a road to be maintained by the Town of Smithfield.

· 50 ft. right of way

· Proper drainage authorized by the selectmen and the road commissioner

· 30 ft. from ditch to ditch

· 2 ft. shoulders

· 3 ft. from shoulder’s break to ditch line

· 16 inches of base gravel

· On all dead end streets or roads an adequate turn around of 50 feet radius.

TOWN OF SMITHFIELD STREET AND ROAD ORDINANCE AMEMDMENT
ADOPTED: June 4, 1977

Minimum Standards for Street Design and Construction.

The design of streets shall provide for proper continuation of streets from adjacent subdivisions and built up areas, and proper projection of streets into adjacent un-subdivided and open land.

1.   Minor streets shall be designed to discourage through traffic

2.   Width of right-of-way shall be a minimum of 50 feet with 66 feet desirable and the Planning Board may require additional width where the street may reasonably expect heavy usage.

3.   The width of traveled ways shall be a minimum of two 10-foot traffic lanes plus two feet shoulders on each side and 2 to 1 floor slope to the ditch.  Planning Board may require that additional width be required for streets, which will receive heavy traffic.  

4.   The radius of the centerline curves shall be 100 feet at the minimum, with street, which will receive heavy usage up to 500 feet.

5.   The angle of street intersections shall be as close to 90 degrees as possible; but in no case less than 60 degrees.

6.   Street grades shall be a minimum of 0.5 percent and a maximum of 10 percent, which may be varied by the Planning Board in certain cases.  Grade at intersections shall be a maximum of three percent with in 50 feet of the intersection.

7.   Cul-de-sac and dead-end streets shall have a maximum length of 800 feet with a minimum property line radius of 100 feet and a minimum turning radius of 50 feet at the closed end.  Use of a T-shaped turn-around will be permitted as an alternative.  IN the latter case, the turn-around shall be at least 24 feet wide, 40 feet long and shall be located between 50 and 100 feet from the end of the street (all dimensions cited for the T-shaped turn around are for the traveled way).

8.   Construction of street shall conform to the requirements of the Town of Smithfield Road Ordinance or shall meet the following minimum requirements.

a. 18 inches of road base bank gravel with no rocks larger than eight inches shall be required.

b. Four inches of upper base of fine bank run gravel with no stones larger than two inches shall be required.

c. Road crown shall be at least ¼ inch/one foot.

d. Bituminous paving three inches thick (two inch base, one inch surface) may be required.

All street construction shall conform to good engineering practices and be suitable for the intended usage of the street.  The developer will notify the Selectmen when the road is completed.
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
